SAFETY INFORMATION GUIDE

For the comfort and safety of all participants, please take note of the following guidelines while attending
the Million Paws Walk;

e Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times. If you have your dog on a retractable leash please ensure
that the lead never exceeds 1.8m
e Place all rubbish and animal waste in the bins provided

e Be aware of your dog at all times. If your dog becomes involved in a fight, pull him away using
your lead, not your hand

o Please see the Vet Check stand for pet first aid

o Please see the First Aid tent for human first aid

e People and animals are not permitted to enter the river
e You must follow instructions given by Walk Marshals

e Please be aware of cyclists at all times. The Walk route is clearly marked and avoids the cycle
paths for most of the Walk. Please stick to the marked route.
